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Livestock Ethics 

 *  The main objectives of the program deal with the 

young person not the animal. Youth do learn about 

agriculture and livestock production and develop an 

appreciation for the livestock industry.  

 

 * The focus is on teaching life skills and helping 

youth become productive citizens of our society. Ribbons, 

trophies, and money are not our main focus.  

 

 * Owning and working with animals; being 

responsible for their care, health, growth and training, and 

exhibiting them in a competitive environment are 

tremendous character-building activities. 

 

 * You exhibitors will learn from adult and youth 

leaders through hands-on activities while developing 

integrity, citizenship, and sportsmanship. Parents, leaders, 

and especially older youth should model ethical 

sportsmanlike behavior. 

 

Ownership Requirements 

 

 * 4-H/FFA members participating in a market 

animal project must have proof of ownership (brand 

inspection for beef, bill of sale on goats, sheep and swine). 

Ownership of the project animal includes personal 

possession and responsibility as primary caretaker of the 

animal. 

 

Ownership and Feed Periods 

 

¶ Market Beef 150 days; 140+/-10 days 

¶ Market Hog 100 days; 90+/-10 days 

¶ Market Lamb 70 days; 60+/-5 days 

¶ Market Goat 70 days; 60+/-5 days

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What You Need to Know About the Market Sale 

 
 
If your animal makes weight it will be in the Market Sale on Saturday during the fair. 
 
You must designate which animal you want to sell at the final weigh-in. Any extra 
animal must be removed by 11:00 am on Saturday morning. 
 
All market animals must arrive clean. Wash your hog at home and spot wash your 
hog at the fair. Market lambs and steers may be washed at the wash rack. 
 
4-Herôs need be on time to feed their animals, be clean and happy during the show 
and market sale. 
 

Market Sale Buyerõs 
 
Buyerôs determine the outcome of the sale.  
 
Buyerôs should be thanked immediately during the sale. Saying ñTHANKSò is an 
important part of the 4-H program. 
 
Market Sale Payment will be made when the following has been met: 
 
       1. The 4-H/FFA member has COMPLETELY cleaned their pens at the 
 fairgrounds immediately following the sale. 
 
       2. The 4-H/FFA member has delivered a ñthank youò picture and note to his or 
 her buyer in a timely matter. 
 
 3. All thank you notes for awards and added money have been written and 
 delivered. 
 
 4. THANK YOU PICTURES AND THANK YOU NOTES MUST BE DELIVERED 
 WITHIN 30 DAYS AFTER THE MARKET SALE OR A $25  FEE WITH BE 
 DEDUCTED FROM YOUR CHECK. 
 
        Checks will be available at the Fremont County Extension Office.

       4-H Age Requirements: 
 
 4-H age is the age of the youth on January 1 of 
 the current  4-H year. 
 
 Juniorð8 to 11 years old 
 Intermediateð12-14 years old 
 Seniorð15-18 years old 
 
 Example: If the age of the 4-Her on January 1 is 11 years 
   old, the 4-Her is a Junior 
 
     If the 4-Her turns 12 years old on January 10th  
   the 4-Her is still a Junior.

Demonstrations 
 
A demonstration is something that you have learned in your 4-H 
project or something that you really enjoy doing in your project. 
 
Planning Your Demonstration 
 
Your demonstration should consist of three parts: 
 
  Introduction  
  Body 
  Conclusion 
 
Introduction: The introduction is designed to let the audience know 
what you will be talking about. 
 
Body: this is the main part of your demonstration. You should show 
and explain all the points or steps of what you are doing in order. 
 
Conclusion: As part of your conclusion, review the important parts 
of your demonstration and show your finished product.

 Talk to your audience 
 Be Happy and Enjoy Yourself 
 
Demonstration Contest 
 
The demonstration contest is on the Friday during the fair. The 
contest takes place in the 4-H building at 2:00pm. Rules and time 
limits are found in the Fairbook and pre-registration is required.
